Description: Topics include linear and quadratic functions, intermediate algebra, plane geometry
and trigonometry of the right triangle.

Text: “Intermediate Algebra, Custom Edition”, Miller, O’Neill, and Hyde, McGrawHill.
“Elementary College Geometry”, Africk, Thompson Learning. (Available for free on the math
department website.)

Calculator: A scientific calculator with trigonometric functions is required for this course. Make
sure to always bring one to class. You will not be allowed to use cell phone calculators during
quizzes and exams.

Prerequisites: CUNY proficiency in mathematics.

Evaluation: Your final grade will be calculated as:

WebWork (5%) + Daily Quizzes (10%) + Tests (60%) + Final Exam (25%).

Then I will assign a letter grade based on the following scale:

e Practice Problems: It is crucial that you stay on top of the homework in this class. A
list of practice homework problems assigned from the textbook is distributed on the first day.
You should solve as many problems as possible. They will not be collected, but they will help
you prepare for tests and quizzes.

e WebWork: You will complete assignments online using WebWork. The link to WebWork
can be found through our class webpage (link below). You will have one day to complete each
set of sections assigned in class.

e Daily Quizzes: There will be a 10-minute quiz at the start of every meeting. Problems on
the quizzes will be similar to WebWork problems and serve as a check that you understand
the material. You cannot make-up a missed quiz, but you can drop one quiz for every four
you take.



e Tests: There will be four 100-minute tests on June 4, June 11, June 18 and June 25. Your
lowest of the four exams will be dropped. There will be no make-ups under any circumstances.
Any missing quiz/test will be counted as zero. No extra time will be given in quizzes/tests
to students who arrive late.

e Final Exam: The final exam will be a 100-minute exam based on the whole term. It will
be on the last day of classes, June 30. It is the responsibility of each student to be available
at the time of the examination. You must take the final exam in order to pass the course.

e Class participation: At the discretion of the instructor, there will be extra credit avail-
able (to a maximum of 2 points on your final grade) for writing homework solutions on the
blackboard and answering questions in class.

Attendance: You are expected to attend all classes and are responsible for all the material covered.
Attendance is required and will be taken at the beginning of each class. Lateness and students
leaving before the end of the class period will be recorded. If you arrive late, you are responsible
for letting me know at the end of the class. The official Mathematics Department policy is that
two lateness (this includes arriving late or leaving early) is equivalent to one absence. In this
course a student may have 2 absences during the semester without penalty. After 2 absences, the
penalty can result in a grade reduction; in excessive cases, you may be asked to withdraw from the
course. Students are responsible for obtaining all the information from classes that they miss with
classmates as soon as possible.
